Organized in 1958, the Faith City Kennel Club’s 
purpose is to promote purebred dog education and 
dog fancy. Chartered in 1961, FCKC held their first 

AKC licensed Dog Show at the MB Corral. 
Subsequent years’ shows, held at the Farmers 

Market Building, 4-H Complex, Kickapoo Bowling 
Lanes, Wichita Falls Activity Center with Spring and 
Fall Shows increased entries each year. Currently 
the AKC Sanctioned Dog Shows are at the MPEC 
Center. Two shows (back-to-back) highlight the 
first weekend in March. Exhibiting entries now 

average 1200 per show per day. 
 

 

 
In 1918, the generosity of Mr. and Mrs. J. A. Kemp 
established the first public library in Wichita Falls. A 
part time librarian managed the collection of 124 
donated books. In spite of two major additions to 
the original building on Lamar Street during its 80-

year history, growth of the city and increasing 
demands for information and reading material 

instigated a search for an alternative site. In June 
1998, the city library relocated to the newly 

renovated Wichita Falls Public Library building at 
600 Indiana Street. 

The library continues to offer friendly service to 
visitors in comfortable, modern surroundings. A 
trained staff of professionals is available to help 

find information, utilizing both traditional print and 
new electronic resources. The current library 

houses a collection of 137,000 volumes and checks 
out almost half a million items annually. In 2001, 

the Library logged over 400,000 visits.
